APPLICANTS ACCOUNT UPON VERIFICATION OF ENROLLMENT. NO FUNDS WILL BE SENT TO THE
APPLICANT. It is the student’s responsibility to provide proof of enroliment

ALL APPLICATIONS MUST BE POSTMARKED BY JUNE 1 and Mailed to the Region 16 Director
QUALIFICATIONS OF APPLICANT:

1. Must be able to demonstrate a financial need. This scholarship is open to youth and amateurs. Age is not a
determining factor.

2. Must currently be a high school senior or attend an institution of higher learning full time.

3. Must be a current member in good standing of AHA and a permanent resident of Region 16.

4. Must have an ongoing interest in and commitment to the Arabian horse..

5. Must submit this application with any supporting documents to The Region 16 Director by June 1.

6. The Scholarship Committee will review all applications and notify all applicants and the recipient of their
decision by July 1

REFERENCES: At least three letters of recommendation MUST BE submitted with this application: ideally one from a teacher or school
counselor or administrator, one from an employer, and one from someone who is familiar with your involvement with Arabian horses.
